GUIDE TO THE ARMY ROTC NATIONAL HIGH SCHOOL SCHOLARSHIP PROCESS

Scholarships are awarded based on a student's merit and grades, not financial need

If awarded, the scholarship benefits are:
-100% tuition/fees (in-state/out-of-state) OR room/board ($12,000/year)

-$1,200/year allowance for books, supplies, and equipment (tax free)
-$420 monthly stipend for up to ten months each year (tax free)
-$650 clinical stipend (nursing majors only)

-NCLEX Prep Course reimbursement (nursing majors only)

-NCLEX reimbursement (nursing majors only)

-Brigade Nurse Counselor (nursing majors only)

There are three scholarship boards over the course of the senior year. It is highly recommended to have your packet ready for the first board. 
Competing for an Army ROTC scholarship or being awarded a scholarship does NOT obligate a student to contract with ROTC.
Timeline: Army ROTC Scholarship Application window opens in June 2020 (between junior and senior year); applications must be initiated before February 4th (in their senior year) & completed by early March to be considered. Seniors can access the application portal through https://armyrotc.eku.edu/high-school-students. 
Scholar/Athlete/Leader (SAL) is the criteria used to select scholarship winners.  In order to be eligible to apply for the 4-Year scholarship, students must meet the following minimum criteria: (Note: NO MINIMAL ACT/SAT SCORE REQUIRED.  ONLY VALIDATED SCORE)

· ATHLETE: receive points for time played and team position (i.e. Captain, MVP, etc.) and the Presidential Fitness Test score
· Leader: any extracurricular activities you have participated in along with working, enlisting in the Army National Guard/Army Reserves, volunteering, community organizations, etc.
Students must complete the following in order to compete for a scholarship: 

1. Online application (takes about 30-90 min; includes military aptitude questionnaire and personal statement).

2. When completing the application, students must provide the email address of their Guidance Counselor and a high school PE teacher or coach who will administer the Physical Fitness Assessment (PFA).
3. Cadet Command will send an email to the guidance counselor asking for information such as class rank and types of classes the applicant has taken.  Also, Cadet Command will send an email to the PE teacher or high school coach requesting they give the applicant the PFA and report the results to Cadet Command.
4. Email or submit a) proof of ACT or SAT score AND b) high school transcript with proof of high school cumulative GPA. 

**Must complete online application and submit ACT/SAT and H.S. transcripts/GPA prior to scheduling ROTC Interview. ** 
 
5. On-Campus In-Person Interview with the Professor of Military Science (PMS.)
6. Scheduling an interview with EKU PMS:  Applicant will send in a resume to the EKU ROO, and will then be directed to coordinate an interview directly with the EKU PMS.  Applicant attends the interview, the interviewer will take an assessment of the applicant’s height and weight, in street clothes without shoes. 
7. The purpose of the interview is to assess the applicant’s potential as an Army officer. 
8. Once the applicant completes all the requirements of the scholarship application, a board of Army officers will evaluate their file in October, January, and March, during a typical school year. Three Professors of Military Science review each file.
9. Each student can achieve a possible 1,400 Whole Person Score total points during the scholarship evaluation process.  The Whole Person Score is a total merit based score comprised of the following: 



a)  250 points for ACT/SAT score; 

b)  200 points for Scholar/Athlete/Leader evaluation based upon athletic, 


                 scholastic, and leadership achievements;



c)  200 points from the Interview;



d) 150 points from the Physical Fitness Assessment;


e)  250 points from the Cadet Background and Experience Form (CBEF), which the applicant fills out as part of the online application process;


f)  350 points come from the board members when the applicants’ files are complete.

Cadet Command will create an order of merit list (OML) from Students’ scores, in descending order, of their Whole Person Score. Based upon available scholarship funds, Cadet Command then determines how many scholarships to offer for that scholarship board.  

      11.  Cadet Command will inform applicants they won a scholarship with an official letter indicating they are scholarship winners. In the letter, it will state where the student may use the scholarship.  

      12.  Cadet Command makes the offers based on the schools listed in the student’s application and the expected number of Second Lieutenants an ROTC Program commissions each year.  

      13.  Once an applicant receives a letter from Cadet Command, they must respond within 30 days indicating their decision to accept the offer and what school they plan to attend.

      14.  If an applicant does not receive a scholarship offer from that particular board, the applicant will remain on the OML and considered again for a scholarship offer, when the next scholarship board meets. Once all the boards are completed, applicants not selected for a scholarship will receive a letter by mid-April, at the latest, informing them of their status and that they should seek out ROTC scholarships opportunities at the college they are attending.
 15.   Scholarships may be 4, 3 or 2 years in length, but all the scholarships pay the same benefits each term. 
16.   Before any student/ROTC Cadet can receives scholarship benefits, they must meet all medical     and administrative requirements.
